The announcement of the engagement 

should be submitted no more than six 
months and no less than two weeks 
before the wedding date. A photograph 
can be submitted.

COUPLES ANNOUNCEMENT   
This appears the Friday before the 
wedding. It includes basic reminder 
information of the weekend wedding and 
includes listings of parties given in honor 
of the bride and groom. This information 
should include the type of party, hosts, 
locations and dates. 

WEDDINGS   
This is submitted after the wedding. 
Information should include the names of 
the couple, parents and grandparents; 
time, date and location of wedding; 
officiating minister’s name; who gave 
the bride away; bride’s attendants and 
bridesmaids; flower girls and ring bearer; 
best man and groomsmen; location of 
the reception; honeymoon location; and 
the city where the couple will be living. A 
photograph can be submitted.
